GM 101-102 Elementary German 6 Cr
A beginning course in German with emphasis on speaking with
attention given to reading and writing as well. Three (3) class peri-
ods and one supervised laboratory conversation per week. Offered
annually. Prerequisites: None for GM 101; GM 101 or equivalent
for GM 102. Fulfills global diversity requirement.

GM 203-204 Intermediate German 6 Cr
Suitable reading texts with conversation and composition. Directed
toward the development of a speaking and reading knowledge of
German. Three (3) class periods and one supervised laboratory
conversation per week. Offered annually. Prerequisites: GM 102 or
equivalent for GM 203; GM 203 or equivalent for GM 204. Fulfills
global diversity requirement.

GM 405 Neuigkeiten in Deutschland 1-3Cr
This course focuses on a speciﬁc author, literary genre, social or
political issue, or other contemporary theme. Uses literature as the
foundation for course work. Prerequisite: GM 204 or equivalent.
Each semester. Fulfills global diversity requirement.
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
