LA: Courses in Latin

LA 101-102 Introductory Latin 8Cr
This course is designed to give students an introduction to Latin
and some experience translating Latin authors. Latin grammar is
presented in a way that is understandable to students and at the
same time preserves what is best in the long tradition of classical
scholarship. Class material reflects Roman thought, history, phi-
losophy, and includes the most famous quotations and excerpts of
the best Latin writers and thinkers.

LA 203-204 Intermediate Latin 8 Cr
This course builds on the fundamentals of the introductory class
and develops proficiency in translating and understanding Latin
and classical culture. Selected authors include Cicero, Horace,
Pliny, Nepos, Livy, Vergil, Catullus, Martial, et al. Prerequisite:
LA 101-102.
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
